
This part-time programme in Childcare gives participants the opportunity to attain a FETAC level 5 award in Childcare.
The award prepares participants to work as Childcare assistants. Tuition is provided in the practical and theoretical
aspects of childcare. The syllabus is structured as follows:

 Examination of the skills and knowledge necessary to care for children under 6.

 This module investigates the developmental impact of play in years 0 - 6.

 Provides the theory and practice of working with colleagues, parents and children in a
childcare setting.

 Investigates the theory and practice of child development from 0 - 6 years.

A general introduction to sociology and social studies.

 A practical class in arts and crafts for children 0 - 7 years.

 Investigates workplace learning related to the working environment.

 Addresses key communication skills required for the working environment.

Assessment takes place both during the course and by examination.

Assessment includes written projects and assignments. Participants are advised to familiarise themselves with the
FETAC assessment protocols as well as the submission deadlines pertaining to each module. These may be
accessed at www.fetac.ie.
